Tips for Before and on your
Wedding Day

DO’S!

It's recommended that you wear a button-up shirt during your
makeup application, and make sure you're ready based on the
wedding itinerary.
Before your appointment, ensure that your face is clean and
moisturized.
Always maintain your skin, but especially between your bridal
trial and wedding day. We'll discuss this further during your
trial.
Have some photos of any makeup looks you love from my
website, www.karrielykinsmakeupartist.com, social media,
bridal magazines, red carpet looks, or Pinterest.
Make sure that the venue or place where you're getting ready
has adequate space for getting ready.
If you're not happy with your makeup, please speak up. The last
thing I want is for you to NOT love your makeup.

DON’TS

Don't do any chemical peels or invasive skin treatments within
6 weeks of your wedding day.
Facials should be done 2 weeks before the wedding in case of
any post-treatment purging pimples.
Avoid Botox or needle treatments within 3 weeks of your
wedding.
If you wax, do so 4 days before your wedding.
Don't be too hard on yourself, but be realistic about your
expectations. It's important to communicate clearly about your
makeup concerns.  Remember, this is YOUR big day and I want
you to love your makeup.
